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Baroque composer, virtuoso violinist, and ordained priest, Vivaldi is most famous for his ―The Four 

Seasons‖ violin concerti.  The ―Gloria‖ is the most popular of his three Gloria settings. 

 

A 16-piece orchestra will accompany the choir with members of the Wichita Symphony Orchestra, and 

UCC’s pianist and organist, Helen Griffin. Featured church instrumentalist include Janna Palmer 

(oboist/alto), Stephen Palmer (cellist/bass) and Joseph Consiglio (cellist/baritone).
